place in the house to keep something. Don’t fall
back into old habits.

Some maintenance fits better into a monthly
schedule. Maintaining the outside of your
garage fits into this rotation. Repair anything as
it happens. You don't need to worry about water
from a leaky roof getting into your garage.
Watch for any spots where insects or rodents
might be trying to get in. Attend to this imme-
diately.

Bring the
winter stuff up to the front or into an area that
is easily accessible.

Don’t mix your seasonal items in one con-
tainer. You don’t want to sort through the
Fourth of July decorations to find your favorite
Christmas tree ornament.
