GarageTek is unlike any other storage product on the market–largely due to the technology behind it. The foundation of the GarageTek system is the company’s own patented TekPanel™. TekPanel is a lightweight, durable, thermoplastic material that has been used in retail applications for years.

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A typical GarageTek system includes high-performance cabinets, shelving, activity racks and accessories. The system is custom designed based on individual needs and professionally installed. A major appeal of the system is its flexibility. While the components are securely installed, they are not permanent — they can be rearranged with ease. And when a homeowner moves, all accessories can be shipped.


The GarageTek installation process is simple. The first step is a free design consultation with a local dealer where he/she will help homeowners choose the configuration and components that suit their individual needs. The dealer will then create a free, no-strings-attached 3D computer rendering of a new GarageTek design and prepare a cost estimate.  Once it’s approved, the GarageTek system will be professionally installed. Installation usually takes 1-2 days.  


The typical GarageTek customer spends an average of $5,500 on the system. “The do-it-yourselfer on a budget is not our market,” says Shuman. “Our customers don’t want to spend Saturday afternoon drilling holes for wire shelves that they can’t rearrange later on. Our market is the homeowner who understands the value and wants the convenience and style of a GarageTek system, which will create new space for their home.”
