In a survey taken last year, the Peachtree Consulting Group found that the garage was the top priority in home organization after the kitchen. “This indicates a transition in the perception of the importance of the garage,” Mr. Shuman observed.
"Couples argue about the garage all the time," he said. "It’s the first room they see when they come home and the only room the neighbors see on a regular 
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basis. The garage is a difficult room to keep orderly. Almost every object is a different size, shape, and so on. Usually things are just left lying on shelves or 
propped against walls. With a garage organization system like GarageTek, consumers save time looking for items, safely store sharp tools as well as chemicals and they’re not embarrassed to open their garage door to the world.”
